Practical Guidelines for Contributed Papers
· Prospective authors must submit a 500-word abstract by 30 November 2010. Notifications of acceptance will be sent by 31 December 2010.
· The full paper must be unpublished and must not exceed 5000 words. It must be submitted not later than 31 March 2011. Because of the preparation required for the translators, unfortunately this deadline cannot be extended. Late submission of the full paper may therefore involve the designation by the Organizing Committee of a substitute author.

· By 30 April, authors must submit a slide presentation supporting their session presentation. This is the deadline required by the conference translators. Slide presentations must not exceed 5 slides (pages). Slide dimensions must be 4x3. A character size suitably large for auditorium presentation must be used.

· Abstract and full papers must be submitted by e-mail as editable OpenOffice.org .odt or Microsoft .doc files. Slide presentations, similarly, must be submitted by        e-mail in editable .odp or .ppt format.

· To facilitate effective and proper translation, in the weeks prior to the conference, authors must be prepared to answer any e-mailed questions and requests for clarification put by the translators.

Selected conference papers will be eligible for publication in a special issue of the bi-annual English-language Journal of Globalization Studies, published under the auspices of the Faculty of Global Processes of Lomonosov University.
